How to play:

Split the class into two teams.

Create two 3m x 3m squares (the letter box) out of the
markers (one per team).

The leader calls a word. Teammates confirm the spelling
with each other.

One pupil from each team runs to their letter box and
spells out the first letter by running the lines of the letter
